GREECE ELECTORAL RESULTS REGIONAL
AND MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS FIRST




OVERVIEW

Although exit polls indicated a surprise lead for SYRIZA supported
candidates in Athens and the Attica region and poor showing for
New Democracy party throughout Greece actual results just before
midnight point towards a more balanced outcome and overall a
much better result for the coalition.

SYRIZA is participating in the second round elections in the regions in
only 5 out of 13 regions and in most from a very low starting base.
Their chances of winning are limited to the Aftica region.

The two coalition parties New Democracy and PASOK have the
upper hand in regional elections in all 13 regions and the possibility of
a clean swipe among them is very high including independents
supported by them or politically close to them.

Overall there is no indication of a major shift towards SYRIZA. New
Democracy is suffering from a protest vote which however has led to
fragmentation of opposition.

The Euro elections next week may prove more conclusive as voters
are likely to vote with other criteria and New Democracy may suffer
from the protest vote against them and SYRIZA is likely to capitalize.
